| think the answer is not an extremely elaborate o@ne simple way
to practice the presence of God is to take a fememts before going
to sleep each evening, and recount the eventeafaip. Walk through
your day once again from the moment you awokeemtlorning to the
moment your head hit the pillow at night. Try wtine how God
walked beside you and how God was present in thogenet, in the
circumstances you encountered and in the blesaimgi$rials of the
day. When this is made into a daily practice, wallibe surprised
how much of God you missed before. God is evallase, ever so
present, ever so available.

When we begin practicing the presence of God, wertght be heard
to say like Jacob who awoke from a dream declaftfagtely the Lord
is in this place and | did not know it.”
